Maritime Safety Queensland Gladstone Regional Harbour Master Jennifer Tumbers said the ship had only
crew on board.

“Current quarantine restrictions remain in force and no crew visits are anticipated,” Ms Tumbers said.

Gladstone Ports Corporation (GPC) Acting Chief Executive Officer Craig Walker said the stay was indefinite
but the port was more than ready to support the 91,000-tonne ship’s requirements.
